The final decision for the 
Chr istmas par ty and the rules 
for attendance and gifts were 
explained by Steve Sinclair , our 
Membership Chairman. 

 

The rest of the evening was 
dedicated to the TSA speakers. 
Agents Daryl Brownell and 
M ike Perez, who work for our 
own Joe Hurtuk (who could not 
attend because of government 
business), gave a PowerPoint 
presentation. It mostly was about 
the Administration’s “Twenty 
Points”  of security. It was not like 
our regular talks of recent 
months. It was more a session of 

questions and answers, comments 
and observations. 

 

There were really two more 
intense subjects that were more 
thoroughly discussed. The first 
was one layer of the twenty 
points, Profiling. Today they refer 
to it as Behavior. Instead of 
relying on appearances, such as 
race and religion, the agency 
today profi les according to 
behavior, they said. The agency's 
“Behavior  Detection Officers”  
are trained to recognize activities 
or mannerisms that can betray ill 
intent. Both Brownell and Perez 
say it is working and has saved us 
grief. 

 

The second of the two most 
talked about subjects had to do 
almost exclusively with local

regulations. The other discussion 
was triggered by a member's 
questions about whether an 
airport or FBO can prevent his 
accessing an airport in his 
roadable aircraft. Brownell and 
Perez knew of none, and referred 
him to local airport management 
for direction. The agents were 
very good during the whole 
evening. They are representing 
our government that we all know 
and feel is protecting our best 
interests as ci tizens, and 
particularly General Aviation.

President Perry has informed us 
that the White House has not 
given up on aviation user fees. 
Twenty members of  the 
T r a n s p o r t a t i o n  a n d 
Infrastructure Committee, in an 
overwhelmingl y bi -parti san 
effort, have signed a letter to the 
President to ask that FAA not be 
funded with user fees. They point 
out that in every country that has 
implemented user fees, the cost to 
general aviation has become 
prohibitive. Bill Perry urges 
everyone to wri te, to our 
congressmen requesting that they 
vote against any user fees.

1. Answer C is correct. 
 
The Aeronautical Information Manual, paragraph 3-2-5 states: 
Class D Airspace - Definition: Generally, that airspace from the 
surface to 2,500 feet above the airport elevation (charted in 
MSL) surrounding those airports that have an operational 
control tower. The configuration of each Class D airspace area 
is individually tailored and when instrument procedures are 
published, the airspace will normally be designed to contain the 
procedures.

2. Answer B is correct. 
 
AC 00-6 states: 
The prefix nimbo- or the suffix -nimbus means rain cloud. Thus, 
stratified clouds from which rain is falling are nimbostratus. 
 
Reference: AC 00-6A  
 
3. Answer B is correct. 
 
AC 00-45 section 4 states: 
A SIGMET advises of non-convective weather that is

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potentially hazardous to all aircraft. In the conterminous U.S., 
SIGMETs are issued when the following phenomena occur or 
are expected to occur:  
 

Severe icing not associated with thunderstorms  
Severe or extreme turbulence or clear air turbulence (CAT) 

not associated with thunderstorms  
Dust storms, sandstorms, or volcanic ash lowering surface or 

in-flight visibilities to below three miles  
Volcanic eruption. 

 
Reference: AC 00-45D, Section 4. 
 
4. Answer B is correct. 
 
Before each flight, the pilot must become familiar with all 
available information concerning the flight.  
 
This is a 'catchall' regulation (and not at all an unreasonable 
one) with many implications. In case of an accident or incident, 
this may be cited as a point of infraction where no other rule 
was explicitly violated. This rule also generally serves to 
discourage pilots and other operators from being satisfied with 
an attitude of minimum compliance with only the rules that are 
explicitly stated.
